Highlights of this release include: 

• Support for Firmware version 1.50 

• Implementation of LaunchPad 5.0 

Firmware release 1.50 is compatible with EnerVista MM300 Setup software versions 1.60 and higher.

New Low Voltage Power Supply Unit 
 
The MM300 has been improved to include a Low Voltage Power Supply Unit (PSU) providing users with 
increased application flexibility.  The new PSU has a nominal input voltage range of 24 – 48VDC with an 
overall range of 20 – 60 VDC.  The new power supply order code is designated as ‘L’.    
 
Note:  The LV PSU is not compatible with the Under Voltage Auto Restart functionality of the MM300.

New DC Input Card 

 
The MM300 has been improved to include a new DC Input/Output (I/O) card.  The new I/O card is 
specifically designed for DC applications and has DC voltage range of 20 – 60 VDC. 
 
The new DC I/O card will be designated as the IO_E card and will include the following: 

• 6 x Digital Inputs rated at 20 – 60 VDC 
• 2 x 10A Form A Output Relays

Support for Configurable Fieldbus Input Data 

New flexibility and functionality have been added to the MM300 Fieldbus Poll Data Group.  When the user 
defined setpoint is used, the user can define which data values they wish to obtain via input polling using 
the Modbus User Memory Map.  With the implementation of the Configurable Input Data this allows users 
to poll only data that is required for their specific application.

Support for Commands over Fieldbus 

Fieldbus functionality has been extended to include commands that were originally only available 
through MODBUS. This enhancement gives the user extra flexibility when working with a DeviceNet or 
PROFIBUS master.

Enhanced PROFIBUS Communications supporting I & MO 
 
Identification and Maintenance functions have been introduced for use with PROFIBUS DP-V1 acyclic 
communication.  The MM300 supports the I&M0 function which can be used for asset tracking purposes 
and is of added value to users and operators of large systems.

Extended UVR Medium Dip Delay 
 
The Under Voltage Auto Restart (UVR) Medium Dip Delay has been extended to 90 seconds to provide 
users with additional flexibility when using the UVR functionality.

Change categories 
This document uses the following categories to classify the changes. 

Table 1: Revision categories 

Code Category Comments 

N New feature A separate feature added to the relay. Changes to existing features even 
if they significantly expand the functionality are not in this category 

G Change A neutral change that does not bring any new value and is not correcting 
any known problem 

E Enhancement Modification of an existing feature bringing extra value to the application 

D Changed, incomplete or false 
faceplate indications 

Changes to, or problems with text messages, LEDs and user pushbuttons 

R Changed, incomplete or false relay 
records 

Changes to, or problems with relay records (oscillography, demand, fault 
reports, etc.) 

C Protocols and communications Changes to, or problems with protocols or communication features 

M Metering Metering out of specification or other metering problems 

P Protection out of specification Protection operates correctly but does not meet published specifications 
(example: delayed trip) 

U Unavailability of protection Protection not available in a self-demonstrating way so that corrective 
actions could be taken immediately 

H Hidden failure to trip Protection may not operate when it should 

F False trip Protection may operate when it should not 

B Unexpected restart Relay restarts unexpectedly
