Secure Deployment Guidelines

GE recommends securing the PulseNET server using a defense-in-depth approach. Some

key security considerations include ensuring:

1. Electronic and physical access to the PulseNET server is limited to only authorized
individuals and clients

The host server is dedicated to the PulseNET application only

The PulseNET server is not accessible from the Internet

The principle of least privilege is applied to the host operating system

The PulseNET host server is appropriately hardened and maintained to the current
patch level as indicated in these release notes and applicable settings as indicated

by the National Checklist Program
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6. Ensure that users with local login privileges to the PulseNET server do so with

accounts that uniquely identify them
7. Firewall rules should be established which allow only those engineers’

workstations to connect to the PulseNET server.
